	During cell division, chromosomes are aligned and separated between daughter cells by a macromolecular structure called the mitotic spindle mainly composed by microtubule filaments. We study how these microtubules and the mitotic spindles assemble in various contexts. Within the same animal, different cell types, healthy cells or cancer cells have different spatial organization and temporal constraints. Using high resolution live imaging and in vitro reconstitutions, we aim to investigate the link between cell cycle regulation and perturbation in cancer cells and how they can affect microtubules, spindle assembly and cell division.
